The scope of the Interoperability  

challenge is significant 
ÅñIt ranges from interactive interfaces, sensor 

systems, wireless networks, data transmission 

across mobile and broadband networks through 

a wide array of desirable human  

communications and interactions including the 

information and workflow to requirements of 

care provision and care recordsò.  
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Scope challenge contd 

ÅIt includes discussion of the relevant standards and 
standards bodies embracing telecare standards 
including BS8521, health devices under IEEE 11073 and 
the Continua Alliance and also includes wider, less 
traditional, communication collaboration.  It takes into 
account existing guidance and looks at emerging and 
future issues.
