Memory / timely access to information  



Levels of Processing: 
(adapted from Waight and Oldreive 2011)  

1) Echolalia  -  Repeat no understanding  

 

2) Grammatical understanding  ï Understand aspects of 
grammar ï not able to make concrete judgements good 
vs bad (not allocate by preference) 

 

3) Rigid reasoning  ï retain and understand ï everyday 
only ï all questions lead to same responses ï not 
consider new information = confusion - óreproductive 
reasoningô 

 

4) Flexible reasoning  ï óproductive reasoningô ï make 
comparisons and novel judgements.

ÅAuditory scanning ï provides spoken prompts if 
required (ie not see images on screen)
